Prevention through Environmental Design (CPTED) prirsplShared paths must be designed for
all users, including those who have mobility impairmefitee shared pathways along QEII Drive
are not currently conducive to sharing. The surfaces arennsloping in various directions, have
drop offs that can result in pedestrians tripping intlegithe roadway or ditches, and are narrowed
by overgrowth.



Another issue requiring attention is pedestrian crossinggoCurrently, crossing points at the
roundabouts and uncontrolled arterial intersections givariooity or safe crossing to pedestrians.
This splits communities and prevents vulnerable pedesframstravelling independently. All
new developments should give priority to pedestrians (thidke with mobility impairments being
top of the hierarchy) to encourage and enable more pedasseaof footpaths and increase the
numbers of commuters choosing this mode of transportation.

Other principles for shared pathways include:

¢ All pathways should be sited away from the roadwaynt@ace both the journey and
pedestrian safety (including perception of safety),

e Good visibility for both the pedestrian and the motdi@&®PTED principles),
¢ No unprotected/undetectable dropoffs,
¢ Good linkages to adjoining streets and neighbourhoods,

¢ The width of the path should allow both pedestrians anlisty to safely share the space,
but with reminders to cyclists of the speed at whicly gfeuld be passing pedestrians,

e The number of mobility scooter users accessing this spéldackease as our population
ages, so widths should plan for future use rather thaerguise.
